
ELAPSED TIME IN DAYS AND WEEKS 
 
What Is Elapsed Time? 
 
Elapsed time is the amount of time from the start of an activity to the 
end of the activity.   
 
It tells how long an activity lasted. 
 
Elapsed time can be measured in days or weeks. 
 
How to figure out elapsed time: 
 
To figure out elapsed time in days and weeks, use a calendar.   
 
Discuss how many days are in a week, how many weeks in a month.   
 
Example:  What is the 7th month of the year?  July 
 
    
Example: 
 
Chris gets his haircut on the third Sunday of every month.  When will 
he get his haircut in March?   March 18th
